ANCIENT AMERICA – THE NEW XXX COLLECTION IS A DEEP DIVE INTO PRE-COLUMBIAN CULTURAL WEALTH

We at XXX like to say that our jewelry have soul, because they have personality, have something strong and magical that attracts the eye and enchants. Jewelry has the power to transform women, and they, like pre-Columbian men, love to transform, to renew itself - hence the passion for fashion, beauty products and accessories. 
Then a little more about the inspirations that led to Ancient America jewelry, a collection marked by patterns that reproduce the animals skin, which remain as a trend, made by the contrast of black and white gemstones and different shades of gold, including the pink, a trend in the jewelry world. 
The serpent was regarded as a symbol of the underworld, rebirth and renewal. In jewelry, diamonds in black and several shades of cognac studded on Noble Gold simulate the pattern of snakes. Rings curl up around the finger. The bracelet is a show: Wide, it mimics the snake skin and has movement, just like the earrings, long and winding. The necklace embraces the neck and let it fall in the back. 
All pieces are made of diamonds pavé. 
The jaguar was a symbol of the earthly world and the men, of strength and power. The jaguar skin, with its spots, was crafted in rosé gold, studded with black and white diamonds. There are three sizes of rings and two earrings, one of them really close to the ear lobe, for those women who like small jewels, full of personality. The bracelet is covered in black and white diamonds pavé, set in rosé gold. The gemstones setting is spectacular, an amazing job of goldsmith! 
The fish symbolized fertility that comes from water, nutrition and life. In jewelry, we see the representation of the scales: small triangular plates made of Noble Gold and yellow gold, all malleable. Long earrings, bracelet and rings. There is the option of onyx earrings, black stone used since ancient times and known for absorb and dissolve the negative energies.
